	Occasionally meets or exceeds the requirements for the argument.  It is usually clearly written, though the writing does show flaws and inconsistencies. It does attempts to include rhetorical elements that add somewhat to the overall style of the work.  It is generally logical, though there may be flaws in the logic and focus.  It does occasionally include telling detail.  It shows an adequate use of source material. It is generally correctly formatted and correctly documented, but it may contain errors in format or documentation in either the body or the Bibliography.

	Rarely meets or exceeds the requirements for the argument. The writing shows flaws in style, development, focus, and logic.  The tone wavers and or is inappropriate.  There is very little or inappropriate evidence given.  It shows and inadequate use of source material with errors in quoting and paraphrasing. The work shows errors in format and or documentation and shows no or minor flaws in documentation in either the body or the Bibliography.
